Proposed Budget of $345,821.00.  Tuition will stay the 
same for kindergarten and grades K-8.   A motion was 
made, seconded, and carried to approve the budget as 
presented. 
 

Article 8:  Principal Arlyn Schaap gave the Principalôs 
Report.  A few highlights from this year included the open 
house, site-visit for CSI Accreditation, Veteranôs Day Pro-

gram, board-staff supper, Christmas program, Hostess 
Supper, parent-teacher conferences, track meets and 
graduation.  Theme for the year was ñDeveloping Chris-
tian Character.ò  CSI Accreditation was explained.  Also 
noted were items commended by CSI.  CSI Accredita-
tion is a continuing process to achieve our goals in 
Christian education. 
 

Article 9:  Leah Vande Vegte presented the $crip Re-
port.  Earnings last year were $12,300.00.  In April a 
decision was made to give 80% of the earnings back to 
the purchaser for tuition and 20% would be retained for 
ICS.  Leah also talked about Presto-Pay, a payment 
system with your checking account. 
 

Article 10:  The Hearts & Hands Report was given by 
Kandace Brands but presented by Gerry Brands.  The 
account balance is $23,090.25.  Fundraisers were ex-
plained.  A float for the Inwood 4

 of July Parade will be 

ready. 
 

Article 11:  Erwin Attema gave the Foundation Report.  
Income this year was $21,257.00.  The checking ac-
count balance is $5,590.19, and the foundation invest-
ment balance is $394,126.00.  The foundation is work-
ing to get their own Tax ID and change some of their by-
laws. 
 

Article 12:  The Building Committee Report was given 
by Darrin Van De Stroet.  He reported on projects com-
pleted last summer.  This yearôs work night will be June 
5. 
 

Article 13:  Election results were shared:  Jim Bleeker 
and Brad Gulker were elected to the school board.  Ger-
ald Brands and Harold Van Voorst were elected to the 
foundation board.

ICS FOUNDATION UPDATE 

 

     Many Christian schools and similar organizations have been experiencing unstable situations with their 
retirement accounts. (See the following CSI Pension:  A New Challenge article.) Kevin Gesink, our Financial 
Advisor, has recommended that we create some separation between ICS and the ICS Foundation.  We, the 
current Foundation Board, have approved this move.  Here is an update on some changes taking place with 
the ICS Foundation. 
     We have had Paul Kippleyôs Law Office re-write the By-Laws and write new Articles of Incorporation for 
what was the ICS Foundation.  All policy and structure is unchanged.  The wording helps us be a separate 
entity.  The new name is ñInwood Christian School Society Foundation, Inc.ò  If you would like to read this 
new Articles of Incorporation, please contact the ICS office as there is a copy on file there. 
     The next step is being handled by Geoff Knobloch at Eide Bailly in Sioux Falls,  He is filling out the paper-
work for Section 501 (c)(3) with the Internal Revenue Service.  We will have a separate Tax ID Number as a 
result.  When Geoff has the IRS Form 1023 filled out, it will be submitted to the IRS for approval.  We are at 
the IRSôs mercy as to when this will happen.  It could be six months, but could take up to 18 months. 
     If you have any questions, please ask a foundation board member.  We may need to consult with Kevin 
Gesink, Paul Kippley, or Geoff Knobloch to get the answer, but we are hoping this transition goes smoothly.  
Most important is protecting the assets of the Foundation.
