 To assume joint responsibilities with the teacher for their child’s education
by supervising homework, encouraging them, and keeping in contact with
their teacher

 To support the school through attendance and participation in school
activities such as the mother’s group called Hearts and Hands, fund-raisers,
and other various programs and committees

 To support the entire school to the best of their ability with prayer, time, and



financial gifts
